To All Scouts and Recruiters,
 
During the first part of January 2020 the 8th Annual Chronicle Herald East Coast IceJam will be taking place in the BMO Centre, Hammonds Plains. At the time of this note, there will likely be all 21/22 teams from across the Atlantic Provinces participating in the Major Midget Division of the tournament and 27/28 Atlantic Canada teams in the Bantam Division portion. 

The BMO Centre in Bedford, NS (just outside Halifax) is a four ice surface centre. It will host games from Wednesday until the championship game Sunday afternoon. The start time on Wednesday will be sometime in the afternoon but the exact time will be determined by the final number of teams participating in the tournament.  Most, if not all, of the Newfoundland Major Midget teams will be playing on Wednesday.
 
All tournament games will be held at the BMO Centre – a four rink arena – which will allow you to easily move between games, observe the players, and network with the athletes and your associates.  There will be a Scouts room and concession area for your convenience all in one building.

The Midget Division will be played on 2 of the 4 rinks with each game having a 2 hour time slot.  Round robin games will take place from Wednesday to Friday with the playoff round of 16 starting Saturday morning.  Quarter finals will be held Saturday night, Semi finals on Sunday morning and Finals on Sunday afternoon.

The teams are in the process of registering and the schedule will be posted to the Chronicle Herald East Coast IceJam website www.icejam.ca as soon as it is finalized (approximately mid December).

Please complete either the enclosed team registration form or the individual registration form and e-mail it back to scoutinfo@icejam.ca by December 18, 2019 to make sure we have your information ready when you arrive. Every registered scout will get a pass but we can only accommodate 5 kits per team registration. If you register after December 18, we cannot guarantee a kit will be available for you. 

When you first arrive at the BMO Centre, there will be signs directing you to the scouts’ registration area. You must have a CHL or league pass, appropriate business card, or other relevant identification in order to pick up your kit. This process is for your protection as well as the player’s and the tournament’s, as some of the information in the kit is considered personal and confidential.

As you can see, everything is set for this year's Chronicle Herald East Coast IceJam. We encourage you to come enjoy some Nova Scotia hospitality!
